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“AMBASSADOR OF THE YEAR AWARD”

CRITERIA

This annual award is known as the “Ambassador of the Year” award, and will be presented at the Annual Dinner of the Gwinnett Chamber on Friday, February 6, 2009.

Such an award shall be determined primarily for services and benefits rendered to the Gwinnett Chamber, and to the business community as a whole, above and beyond excellence in one’s own profession, business service or enterprise.

The candidate must be stable, well known and respected in his or her community. No truly honest opinion can be made of the nominee unless he or she has been an active Chamber member and Ambassador for at least twelve months, and in good financial standing at time of nomination, for other members to judge him or her fairly. 
The candidate should actively participate in several Chamber initiatives, which are beneficial to the membership as a whole. The successful growth of the Chamber should be of primary importance to the candidate.

Contributions during the Ambassadors’ membership may be considered, but emphasis should be given to those achieved on an on-going basis.

Wealth or social position should not be a criterion, only achievement which has affected the development of the Chamber.

The Candidate should have a fairly consistent “track record” for accomplishment, rather than being honored for a single brief act of merit.  A “true” Ambassador is an advocate of the Chamber in their everyday functions.  There could be exceptions that are truly outstanding.

The most important consideration should take into account what the individual has done to make the Chamber a more prosperous organization, and for what he or she has done to foster membership growth and better membership service.  The selection should be someone who influences both members and non-members to become more involved in their community.

Nominations may be submitted by any person or organization having knowledge of an Ambassador’s contribution to the Chamber.

Nominations must be in writing, and include information to support the nomination. They must be signed by the person or organizational head that is making the nomination.
