SENATOR SaxBYy CHAMBLISS, named
one of Georgia’s Most Influential
Georgians, is someone to be affiliated
with, not only because of his power
and influence in the Senate, but be-
cause of his well-respected reputation
in Washington, the ability to stand up
to pressure and his exceptional service.

The vision is to have what is
known as a single-point urban inter-
change replace the existing bottle-
necked bridge. Through substantive

upgrades and construction, the

Frequent meetings are occurring
with local, state and federal represen-
tatives to move the bridge overhaul
closer to completion.

Additionally, the CID is working
with Gwinnett County transporta-
tion authorities and the Atlanta
Regional Commission to ensure the

crossing would allow simultaneous
left turns from Pleasant Hill Road
onto I-85 north and south.

Studies indicate that a single-point
urban interchange, along with other
associated changes, could eliminate
as much as 30 percent of Pleasant
Hill’s interchange traffic congestion.

“Our shareholders have identified
relieving traffic congestion as the top
priority for Gwinnett Place,” said
CID Board Chairman Mark Wil-
liams.“We know that to get people
moving again and keep this area at-

new Pleasant Hill bridge project
is added to regional improvement
plans.

The CID is also committed to
securing funds to cover the costs
of preliminary planning studies.
Georgia Department of Transporta-
tion, Gwinnett County Department
of Transportation and the CID are
beginning a year-long Interchange
Modification Report review that will
justify to federal authorities the need
to upgrade the Pleasant Hill Road
bridge.
